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MEADOWCROFT ROCKSHELTER 
The region's earliest inhabitants took shelter under the massive rock overhang known as Meadowcroft 
Rockshelter at least 19,000 years ago. Discover how a groundhog led to the discovery and archaeological 
excavation of this National Historic Landmark. 
 
HISTORIC VILLAGES 
Three interpretive villages bring 500 years of history to life for visitors of all ages. Explore American Indian 
culture in a 16th-century Monongahela Indian Village, learn about European settlers at an 18th-century 
Frontier Trading Post, and experience daily life in the 19th-century Meadowcroft Village. 
 
TRAILS TO TRAINS 
Explore the evolution of transportation in Southwestern Pennsylvania. Trailblaze 19,000 years of 
transportation history beginning with our prehistoric predecessors to the early days of the National Road, 
to the use of the stagecoach, and finally to the development of the railroad.
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GROUP SIZE
Minimum 10, Maximum 150. Interpretive and 
self-guided experiences are available.
